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TRAVEL POLICY
________________________________________________________

Competing in competitions outside of Yukon is a chance for gymnasts to develop their skills and abilities. YGA may provide monetary assistance to Yukon athletes travelling to competitions outside of the territory. This funding would be provided to help lower the cost of travel. 

All gymnasts will be respectful and remember that when travelling they are representing the Yukon as a whole and will conduct themselves according to the Athlete Code of Conduct Policy.

1.0 Definitions

1.1 Chaperone - A chaperone is a person who accompanies Polarettes athletes in order to assist the head coach and help supervise the athletes. The chaperone may be a coach, a parent or another responsible adult.

Travel to non-YGA sanctioned competitions out of Yukon
2.1 
YGA will base funding on the following criteria:



2.1.1 funding received with respect to athlete development;



2.1.2 the number of athletes attending each competition; and



2.1.3 the cost of each competition.

2.2. 
All clubs must submit a list of athletes who attended a competition within 7 days of the completion of the competition. Upon receipt of this list YGA will calculate the amount of funding to be provided and then reimburse the athletes the decided upon amount.

The above criteria will be used to distribute any unused money amongst those athletes who have trav
elled to a Competition outside the territory. These funds shall be distributed prior to March 31.

Travel to YGA sanctioned competitions out of Yukon

  

3. 1
YGA sanctioned competitions will be determined before Feb 28th of each year. All clubs must submit a list of eligible athletes to YGA prior to Jan 30.  It is the responsibility of the YGA Board and the Technical Director to determine which athletes will be travelling to which competitions, based on information provided by Yukon Clubs.  Athletes training outside the Yukon will have a coach assigned by the YGA.  Attendance of athletes training outside the Yukon will be addressed on an individual basis by the YGA Board and its Technical Director. 
3.2
YGA will cover up to 75% of the athletes travel to Westerns or Nationals (percentage amount decided on a case by case basis).  YGA will also cover the travel costs, the per diem, the accommodations, and one vehicle for a coach.  Any variances to this must be approved by the YGA Board.

3.3  
Per Diems shall be set at $50.00 per day. 

3.4 If a Chaperone is required to attend the competition with the attending/primary coach, his or her travel                                                                    costs, per diem, and accommodations will be paid for by YGA. The Chaperone will require a criminal record check (vulnerable sector - no charge). YGA will approve a Chaperone at least one month prior to the competition.

3.5 Once an athlete has been recognized as a representative on Team Yukon, each athlete will be expected to read the Travel Package to be presented to each athlete and sign a copy of the Athlete Code of Conduct and must sign the Athlete Commitment Form at the time of approval, Feb 28.
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
